WOODLAND GARDEN
 

The woodland garden looks wonderful and no wonder from the hard work put in by everyone.
The feedback has been tremendous so well done all!
We have more to do, planting woodland plants and bulbs etc. Hopefully we will have some rain to soften the ground up.
The perimeter of the woodland garden is surrounded by logs on the footpaths making the division between the walkways and planted areas for the children to recognise.
We placed a hedgehog house on the bluebell garden. We may be lucky and have one take up residence!
The outer perimeter is bordered by bracken which we will build up to a distinct pile. This will encourage and provide shelter bugs and “monsters” and also form a wall holding in leaf mould from the autumn fall. This way we will build a natural woodland floor of leaf, tree and fauna litter.
Over the next few weeks I will have plants like violets, soldiers and sailors, ivy, etc to put in inside the wood and other semi shade plants to put in a bed around the edge of the bracken perimeter.
　
Our pumpkin is safely kept in the reception classroom awaiting little hands to dig out the fruity part and sculptor the outside.
 

We planted up a bee and butterfly plant bed on the waste ground between the reception playground fence and the car park. Butterfly bush, golden rod planted as a start with hollyhocks, foxgloves, lychnis and cosmos to follow.
In this place these will be in full view but out of reach of the children.
 

THINGS TO DO WEDNESDAY 12 OCTOBER
 

Reception Garden
Weed strawberry bed
Dig over the butterfly garden (Planted there last week but did not have the time to dig properly.
Dig over Bed A and dig in compost from bin.
Likewise do the same with Bed C where the pumpkins were planted
And the same with the area along the back fence on the other side of small cottage up to the fence. Each side of the newly planted rosemary shrubs.
Ask the children to water the peas and beans in Bed B only!
Year 1 and 2 Playground
 

Rake leaves off paths and put on planting area.
Make a start on outside plant bed around bluebell / arc perimeter.
 

Things we need
Bulbs for spring flowering, Daffodils, etc
Leaves from anywhere you can. 
Your garden waste for us to compost.
Place by the compost bins in separate piles / sacks
Garden forks
Small watering cans for the children
