WHAT WE DID ON WEDNESDAY 2 NOVEMBER
 

Reception Year Garden
 

Replanted the strawberry bed
The children watered the peas and beans in Bed B only!
Cut back the budleya and with the children transferred the branches etc to the butterfly and bee garden
 

Woodland Garden - Year 1 and 2 Playground
 

Did the very hard job of locating tree roots and marking out the butterfly and bee beds.
Still too dry to rotavate the beds we stripped and we might have to hand dig the area.
Raked leaves off paths and put on planting area.
 

THINGS TO DO ON WEDNESDAY 9 NOVEMBER 
 

Reception Garden
 

Dig over and weed Plot A and spread and dig in compost from brown bin.
Plant bulbs received along back fence and flower box (mixed bulbs) next to classroom door. 
Finish tidying shed and put up hooks
Move donated garden cuttings etc to compost bins behind IT Unit.
Use shredder to chop up larger twigs etc
Transfer leaf mould from bins to Year 1 & 2 Garden bins
 

YEAR 1 AND TWO GARDEN
 

Place compost boxes either side of the corner bench.
 

Butterfly and Bee Garden
 

Continue to create raised edging around beds.
Dig in leaf mould from reception garden.
Make corner bench from wood behind IT Unit
Plant donated daffs in area to the left of the emergency gate.
 

Woodland Garden
 

Sweep up leaves and place them in the compost boxes transferred from the reception garden.
 

Things we STILL need
 

Bulbs for spring flowering, Daffodils, etc
Leaves from anywhere you can. 
Your garden waste for us to compost.
Place by the compost bins in separate piles / sacks
Garden forks
Small watering cans for the children.
